THE HARRISON-WASHINGTON FAMILY HISTORY

OR THINGS THAT I REMEMBERED

AS TOLD BY:

LILLIE HARRISON SHELTON

August 3, 1983 

My mother's name was Diannah Davis (also known as Annie Davis.) Her father's name was Henry Davis and her mother's name was Mary Davis. She had three sisters, Mary, Martha and Pearlie and two brothers; Charlie and Alfred. 

My mother was born in South Carolina, I don't know what city or town. My father was born in a little town called Bogatta, Louisiana. They were married in Slidell, Louisiana.  My mother's first husband was named George Wesley  Washington. They had four children, Isaiah, Mary, and Henry. One month before the fourth child was born, her husband George met with a train accident and died.  John W. Washington was born a month later. He never saw his father. 

My mother was left a young widow with four children. She met Mr. Walter Henry Harrison, my father, and they were married. To this union was born, Charity, Arthur, Albert, Pearlie and Lillie (me). My mother was a good cook. She cooked for large family hotels and did day work. She was the best midwife in town. There are many men and women living and dead whose births were never paid. At that she only received $3 ? $6 for her services. If the family did not have a horse and wagon she would have to walk to the house day or night, rain or shine. It did not matter, she would go. 

My mother was stewardess in Mount Olive Methodist Church. My father was one of the first trustees of the Church. He was also an ordained minister of the A. M. E. Church.

In those days men would go around and recruit families to go on farms and work, so my father decided he would take his family and go on one of those farms. My mother got the children together. She said that she would take the girls with her, Mary, Charity, Pearlie and Lillie. She took Arthur and Albert because they were small. She left Isaiah, Johnnie and Henry with Rev. Joe Dowery and his wife's sister, Sarah Dowery.

My mother was reared in Pensacola, Florida. Her father was a fisherman. She knew about fish, oyster, crabs and shrimps; cotton and corn she did not know. Mary, my sister, met Mr. Charlie Owens Lee, and they were married in Port Gibson, Mississippi. Mary and Charlie had four children; George, Rosie Anna, Jesse and Ike Lee.

My mother said to Charlie, "I don't know nothing about farming, I want to go back to Slidell Louisiana. Charlie said, "Mother I will help you get away."  He did and she did. My mother said that we had to slip away before day. We had to walk a long ways before we could get on a train. Can you imagine a mother with six children slipping away with her six children before day?

Charlie and Mary stayed until they could slip away. My father stayed and every year he was so deep in debt that he could not leave and that was the end of their union. He would write to us often and my, mother would always say, "You children had nothing to do with your father and me separating. He is your father and regardless to what he does you always remember that. You hear me?"

After many years passed my mother met Mr. George Lewis and they were married in 1908. They lived happily together. My mother had the pleasure of seeing Charity and Leonard Crawford married. She saw Johnnie and Avery Porter happily united in holy wedlock.

My mother told us all through the first part of the year, she was going to spend Christmas with Johnny and Avery, because Avery was expecting a child and she wanted to be there when it came. She was. She was with Avery in delivering their first three children, Jewel, Augusta and Rosie Lee. Rodger, their fourth child, was born Nov. 5, 1910. Mama didn't come home until after Christmas. She went to church the first Sunday in January 1911. She came home and said to my stepfather, "Lew I want you to go and pay the taxes in the morning, because they are due." When he did. she said "Now I have done all that I have wanted to do."

Lew left about 6:30 AM, Tuesday, January 17 , 1911. They were talking to each other as long as they could hear each other. About 8:00 AM, a man called my stepfather and told him to go home at once, that his wife had died. He said, "No not my wife. We were talking to each other as I left home." God had blessed them with three years of happy marriage.

I would live with my sister Charity for a short while, and then I would live with my brother 

Johnny for a spell.  Johnny worked in Slidell at the Todd Ship Building Co. In 1919, the war was on and they needed workers in? the shipyards in San Pedro, California. Johnny's boss transferred him as the lead man and some other men to L. A. to work in the shipyards. There he and Avery joined their brother and sister-in-law Alex and Odessa Porter. 

The Porter's had been in Los Angeles since 1912 . Now, in 1911, my sister Pearlie had gone to live with her husband Jerry Robinson in Hattiesburg Mississippi. Jerry had a cleaning and pressing shop. I missed Pearlie so much that I got to crying for her and told Johnny that I wanted to go and live with Pearlie. They told me to stop crying and they would send me to live with Pearlie.

One year to the day that our mother had died, January 17 , 1912 , Jesse was born. Jesse seemed so small that Pearlie was afraid to hold him when she bathed him. I told her to give him to me. I'll bathed him, I knew how to hold him. You see I had seen my mother bathe so many babies. I just loved to bathe Jesse. That's why he's still my baby. 

I lived with Pearl until Jerry, went to Laurel Mississippi . Shortly, afterward Pearlie 

and Jerry separated. Jesse was two. I stayed on in Hattiesburg Mississippi where I met 

James Mosley, we were married on January 14 , 1914. In April 1916 , we went to Chicago. Jimmy was drafted and went to France.  I was left in Chicago with my mother-in-law with some friends, all of us were from Hattiesburg.

When the boys came home from France in 1918 , Oh l what a day, when we got the news that the war was over. We started walking the streets about 3:00 AM in the morning and we walked until we couldn't walk any more, Then the boys came home,  there we were again in the street after it was all over I went to St Paul Minn.

In 1919 , my sister Pearlie married Willie "Bill " Craig in Hattiesburg. He had just been discharged from the Army. They had been going together before he was drafted.

My sister Britton wrote me to come to L. A.  I did. I stayed a month and moved back to Chicago. I wrote to Charity, Britton we called her, and I told her that I was getting ready to go to Pensacola Florida. She sent me a special delivery saying to come at once, she needed me. That was on Wednesday I could not leave Chicago until Sunday. She sent me some money, come at once, and I did. I took a cab to her house. She was sitting on her porch weighing about 175 pounds and here I was weighing less then 100. I got so mad at her that if the train had been there I would have gotten on the train and gone back where I came from.

The next thing that Britton did was to get Pearlie, Willie and Jesse out here from New Orleans. They arrived St. Patrick Day, March 17 , 1922. Then she got Arthur out here from Texas. Then, the five of us were together again; Johnnie, Charity, Arthur, Pearlie and me.  In June 1927 Avery Washington Passed, leaving six children; Rosie Lee, Rodgers, Booker T., Louise, Charles and David. In December 1931 Her husband, our brother, Johnny died.

Four years before , in 1927 I met 1st Sergeant George H. Shelton, Retired U. S. Army. In two years, January 17 , 1929 , we were married. George was twenty years older than I. This did not set too well with my sisters, Britton and Pearlie. But it wasn't long when George bought our home on 42nd street that everyone came around to realize that George was an outstanding than. We had a happy marriage for 34 years. George died September 18, 1963. Twenty years ago.

Back in April 1944, my sister Charity decided that our father was too old to be working on a farm. So she said "we are going back to Ark. to get our daddy so we can look after him." She took Estelle and Estelle's son, Russell, and me . Off , we went to Slidell to get papa's youngest brother, Jimmie Harrison, and we all went to Wilson Ark. to get papa. Papa said, "Oh Lord, children I can't go now, you see my crop is just sprouting up, but I promise you if the Lord spares me I will be there for Christmas. 

On December 23 , 1944, about 9: 00 PM, my phone rang and a lady asked if I was Mrs. Shelton. When I replied that I was, she said that she had my father and stepmother at her house. She said they had rode together on the train from Ark. She lived on 47th and Hooper and I lived on 42nd and Central. I picked up my parents and took them to Britton where they lived until Britton's health failed. Arthur took them until his health failed. My  stepmother passed while she was still living with Arthur.

It was now Pearlie's turn. She and Willie were living with Myrtle and Jesse, in their recently purchased Compton home. Papa stayed with Pearlie until the Lord call him home. We were pleased because we did what mama 'told us to do. Charity had no children but she and her husband Moses Britton raised our deceased cousin's daughter Estelle and gave her the name Britton. She attended the L. A. City schools. When the time came they gave Estelle a beautiful wedding.

Moses and Charity had come to Los Angeles in 1919 with my brother John Washington. Moses was employed by the City. The Brittons bought their home on Palomaris Street, now known as 25th St, one block east of the Long Beach Tracks. He passed away in October 1943. Charity passed away on December 24, 1946. Estelle, the adopted daughter, passed away in 1947. In Slidell today there is the Annie Harrison Graveyard. My mother gave land for the graveyard and today it is still known as the Annie Harrison Graveyard.

My mother and brother and other relatives are buried there. There is much more that I could say but I think this is enough. Our family bible got lost, I don't know how since I was only 13 when my mother died and I did not have the say so about what was left but I'm sure Sister Charity did what she thought was best. Sister Pearlie and I were so close to each other, we were almost like twins. We buried Pearlie March 9th, 1973. On November 12, 1982 Bill said to me "Lil, I won't be here tomorrow." I Said, "Where are you going, Bill?" He said, "To heaven." Willie "Bill" Craig died the next day, before noon.

Today I live with Jesse and his lovely wife Myrtle. We get along just lovely. I am grateful to them. They are so thoughtful of me. Pearl, my Godchild, their lovely daughter and her husband John Williams, my prayers for them are that God will keep them, in his care. Not them only, but each and every one of you, so I leave you with John 3 :16. Thank you,

Willie Craig lived a full Christian life to the age of 87.  He departed from us on Saturday afternoon, November 13, 1982

Willie Craig grew up in Starkville, Mississippi, his birthplace; then made his home in Hattiesburg, Mississippi.  He served in the Army during World War I, after which he married Pearlie Harrison.  In 1922, after working for a time in New Orleans, they decided that Pearlie and their 10-year-old son, Jesse, should go to California seeking a new life.  Later that year he joined them.

For many years, "Bill" and Pearlie worked together as domestics in the Los Angeles, Beverly Hills, Hollywood and Riverside areas.  in his later working years, he was employed by the Premier Catering Company.

As a resident of the Watts community, they were members of Grant AME Church, then located on 108th Street.  Mr. Craig served as an Usher and was strongly linked with the Willing Workers Club.  However because of failing eyesight and finally blindness, his activities became limited.

In 1949, Mr. and Mrs. Craig made their home in Compton with son, Jesse Robinson and his family.  In 1973, Pearlie Craig passed.  Bill remained under the care of the Robinson household and continued his membership in Grant, which lasted for more that 50 years.

As his health began to wane, Lillie H. Shelton, his sister-in-law, moved to the Robinson household and assisted in caring for him.

Willie Craig leaves a niece, Lena Simpson and cousin, Lossie Glenn in Hattiesburg.  he also leaves a granddaughter, Pearl Elizabeth Robinson in Los Angeles.

BOOKER TALIAFERRO4 WASHINGTON (JOHN WESLEY3, DIANA (ANNIE)2 DAVIS, HENRY1) (Source: Baptismal Paper, June 1, 1920.) was born October 19, 1913 in Slidell, LA, and died May 10, 1977 in Los Angeles, CA.  He married THOMACINA EMMA DUCKETT 1941 in Los Angeles, CA, daughter of THOMAS DUCKETT and MATTIE BATTLE.  She was born January 10, 1915 in Los Angeles, CA, and died December 15, 1990 in Los Angeles, CA.

Notes for BOOKER TALIAFERRO WASHINGTON:

Booker T. Washington was the second or third of ten born to John Wesley and Ave E. Porter in Slidell, Louisiana on October 13, 1913 before World War One. He was baptized in the AME (African Methodist Episcopal) Church, on June 1, 1920 in Los Angeles, at Grant AME Church (Formally Grant Chapel) in Watts, California.   During the military effort Todd Shipyards moved his father to California when he was only three or four. He grew up in the community of Watts-Los Angles, California. He was about 13 when his mother dies of birthing complications and only about 15 when his father dies during a dental procedure. 

 He proved to be a very resourceful, determined and talented individual who loved Family first and foremost. He along with his older brother, Rodger kept the ties of the Louisiana based Families of the Adams, Harrisons Porters and Washingtons together.  In 1941 he married Thomacena Duckett his childhood sweetheart who also grew up in the community Watts. At the time Watts was a community of elite black Americans living in Los Angeles's suburb. 

His closest family relationship other than his brother Roger and his brothers was with Jesse Robinson who proudly told about growing up with Booker and his brothers in his Uncle john's home when he first came to Los Angeles from Slidell, LA with his mother. 

Booker and Thomacena raised Gregory Van, Booker Michael and Gail Carole in Central Los Angles at 4241 So. Wall Street where his son Greg Van also started his family. 

During the late 40's and early 50's and under the most difficult circumstances he strived to be a businessman in America. The most successful of his business efforts was Beam Floor Sanding and waxing company, which he founded and established. As a son of a carpenter he like his father taught his sons everything he knew about the building trade.

His death on 1976 was the seminal event that created the event that has resulted in hundred of the families members of Adams, Harrison, Porters and Washingtons to hold the "Family-get-togethers" that has created the AHPWFAMILY.COM.  Most of the get-to gathers were at to homes of Jesse & Myrtle Robinson and Gregory & Jessica Washington.  

Background about His Name sake-Washington, Booker T. (Taliaferro)

Washington, Booker T (Taliaferro) (1856-1915), American educator, who urged blacks to attempt to uplift themselves through educational attainments and economic advancement.

Washington made Tuskegee College (http://www.tusk.edu/about/index.htm) into a major center for industrial and agricultural training and in the process became a well-known public speaker.

Many whites, pleased by his views, and many blacks, awed by his prestige, accepted Washington as the chief spokesperson of the American black. More militant blacks, such as the American writer and sociologist W. E. B. Du Bois, objected to

such quiescent tactics, however, and strongly opposed Washington.

Washington founded several organizations, including the National Negro Business League, to further black advancement. He died on November 14, 1915, at Tuskegee. Among his books is The Future of the American Negro (1899), the autobiography Up from Slavery    (1901), Life of Frederick Douglass (1907), The Story of the Negro (1909), and My Larger Education (1911). The site of the   plantation where Washington was born is now a national monument.

Although he cried a lot his first year, once he learned how to laugh, that became the thing most of us remember about him...his ability to laugh and make us laugh. 

He loved to read and could not be punished because when TV viewing privileges were taken away from him, he would get a book and read.  In fact, his first real girl friend's mother worked with books and could get him all he wanted.  We always wondered if it was the daughter or the mother he was really interested in.

He made friends very easily and always liked to talk to all of the neighbors.  The fact that he was the youngest but had an uncle who could provide him with the latest professional's footballs also made him very popular with the neighborhood kids.

Summers saw all of the kids playing football and baseball up and down 124th and Hoover until "the lights went on", then the famous Washington whistle would send "Van," as he was called then, and his sister Nancy scurrying home.  Sometimes, because mother Washington's whistle was a little weak, it would have to be helped along by the brooks and Morrissey boys sounding like echoes along the neighborhood.

Very early, Greg Jr. began a love of the Asian culture.  Once he adopted the Chin family as his second home, he began to learn all about the customs.  Then when he was in high school, a friend, Ken Fleming, showed him pictures of his trip to Japan.  From that moment on, Greg Jr. began planning how he could get to Japan too.

At Norborne High School in the South Bay, his nickname was Quai Chang and it was not because of his "Kung Foo" abilities. 

Although he had a brief period of thinking he was interested in the Air Force, his acceptance at USC helped to see that Asian Languages and Culture were more his forte. 

After a very shaky start at USC, Greg, Jr. realized that this was an entree into the future he desired and he needed to buckle down and get serious about studying.  In his third year, he was finally selected as an exchange student to the University of Waseda in Tokyo, Japan.

He always laughed when relating the story of how host families were matched with the exchange students.  the other students selected for the program were placed in prominent Japanese homes, but, because of the concern of sharing a home with an African American, he was placed in a bluer collar home.  Many of his friends in the prominent homes complained of their experiences.  Greg however, had a very positive relationship with his host family.  Several years later when he married in Japan, his Japanese mother attended the ceremony.

Greg spent his junior year in Tokyo, then returned to USC to complete his studies.  At the end of his senior year, he returned for a visit and ended-up making Japan his home for the balance of his life.

In 1988, he met Nobuko Shirai and they were married in 1989.  At this time, Greg was working for Noah's Ark, a marketing and advertising firm.  From there he moved to WOWOW, one of the earlier cable companies in Tokyo where he worked as a producer, first in sports and then in entertainment for several years.  While at WOWOW, he also became a minor celebrity as an on-screen character in a "Laugh In} style show.

From WOWOW, Greg moved to GOL, a consumer-oriented ISP much like AOL.  While working there, he developed and expanded his interest in computers and became an expert on the MAC.  Although his parents kept telling him that PC's were the future, he stuck with the MAC and took great pleasure in informing his family of the development of the iMAC, which he immediately bought for his sons. 

Always being an independent person, Greg decided it was time to branch out on his own and make his living through his expertise in MACs, entertainment (both as a performer and producer) and Web designer.  At the time of his death, Greg had many projects in the works, including a weekly music radio program.
